“It accommodates these events on top of its regular usage as a cricket field and local dog
walking area.

“We want to hear from as many residents as possible about what they think should happen
to the ground in the coming decade. It is important that we hear from people of all ages
and people with different levels of mobility.

We know that our residents have so many different experiences to draw upon that would
help increase the activity level of the grounds and add to the vibrancy of living in the Huon
Valley”.
